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A memorial to the 52 Ameri-
can submatines lost during
World War II and their crews
will be dedicated -at Nautilus
Park, Groton, on Memorial Day.

The memorial has been set
up by the national Submarine
Veterans of World War 11. Origi-
nal plans called for a much more
elaborate Iayout on the Thames
River bank near the Gold Star
Memorial Bridge.

Centerpiece of the memotial
will be the periscopes, shears,
bridge and two 4¢ millimeter
guns of the Submarine Flash-
er, B World War I vesse! which
held the distinction of having
sunk more ton=z of enemy ship-
ping than any other U.S. sub.

A flagpole will be at ohe end,
while a granite marker stone
ut the other  will have 52
plaques, donated by General-

Dynamics/Electric  Boat, each

beating the name, hull number
and date of each subiarine Joss.

The memorial, financed by
the national organization, 18
designed ‘'lo perpetuats the
memory of those gallant ehip-
mates who gave their lives dur-
ing World War IJ."

A number of top Navy and
civilian officials are expacted
lo aftend the dedication, as are
Relired Hear Adm. Reuben T.
Whitaker and Retired Rear
Adm, George W. Gridler, both
former Flasher skippers.

The Rev. Walter 4, Heath of
Providence Cpile ge, national

chaplain of the vetetans’ group, |

will dedicate the memorial.
The plaque will be unveiled
by Miss Amelia Ennig, a sopho-
more at Simmons College under
a scholarship from (he Subma-
rine Veterans. Her father wag
lost on & submarine during the

war.
