Sea Scout Ship Dragon, SSS 584 

Basic Ship Rules 
Being an active, progressive, unit the Sea Scout Ship Dragon, SSS 584, must have rules to insure the safety and good name needed to run a successful program. Among these rules are our Hands-off Policy, Chain of Command Policy, Brother and Sister Policy and Orders Policy.

To make a coed unit function as well as ours requires a strong Hands-off Policy. Ours is simple and straight forward. There is to be no physical contact between crew members of the opposite sex unless in case of emergency or with the prior permission from a senior officer of the ship.

In order to solve problems and get answers in the quickest way it is necessary to have a good Chain of Command. The Chain of Command is the order of officers and command in the unit. It is important that the Chain of Command be used and followed as shown on this page.

If you have a problem you wish solved or a question answered , speak first to your crew leader first, If your crew leader can not solve the problem, then he/she will take it to a higher ranking officer until it is solved. Usually all problems can be solved, it just tales time.

We find that many times brothers and sisters join the ship together. This relationship is applicable to the Brother and Sister Policy. It is important that they understand while at a ship function they are to consider themselves as crew members and not brother and sister and treat each other in the manner expected of a Sea Scout. If at any time a problem develops between brothers or sisters the senior officer will deal with it quickly and may require the removal of one or both involved. Remember we are all in this unit to have fun and become better citizens. There is no room for personal grudges or conflicts.

An Order Policy is important not only for safety reasons but to show a strong unity within the ship. A ship with loose order and lack of a discipline system usually finds themselves in a position of danger at sometime in their history. Orders have a reason for being given although at times it is not always apparent why. It is important that you follow orders first then if you feel they are unjust bring your concern up with one of the senior officers and a solution will be found. 

One of the most outstanding forms of courtesy found in Sea Scouting is the use of the word “sir” or “ma’am.” No one ever hears a Sea Scout say “no” or “yes” to a leader. It is always “Yes, sir,” or “No, sir,” or “Aye, aye, sir,” or “Ma’am.”

STANDING REGULATIONS FOR 
SEA SCOUT SHIP DRAGON, SSS 584

General

G-1
Attendance at weeknight meetings are expected except in cases of illness or when prior arrangements have been made with the ship’s officers. Less than 75% attendance is considered lack of interest and may result in being dropped from the ship membership roster.

G-2
Complete uniform is required at all meeting and cruises and at other activities when specified. Dungarees are worn all meetings of the month and on most cruises. Dress blues are worn at formal occasions to be announced.

G-3
Attendance at reasonable number of work parties is expected, along with participation in cruising, service and social activities.
G-4 
Dues ($10.00 per year) for registration must be paid in advanced. Cost of the Sea Scout Manual ($14.00) is added for new members. Assessment for cruises and weekend trips must be paid a week in advanced.

G-5
 Each member is expected to advance one rank per year. This advancement is also required to qualify for the annual long cruise or activity. Special cases will be reviewed by the Ship’s Officers.

G-6
Courtesy is required of all members, and proper respect must be shown to Ship’s Officers and senior members of the ship’s company. Boy/girl relationships involve courtesy, respect, and a Hands-off Policy. Smoking, liquor, drugs and offensive language are not permitted at any time nor is questionable reading material allowed.
Cruising

C-1
Safety must be given first priority at all times, especially on board ship. When using unfamiliar equipment, instruction by a qualified person must be obtained before proceeding.

C-2
Crew members are permitted on the cruise ship and/or on the premises when the cruise ship is moored only when adult supervision is present. Horseplay, running on the dock and boarding other boats without specific permission is not allowed.
C-3
The main engine on the cruise ship and other major equipment may be used and operated only when a ship’s officer is present and his/her permission is secured.

C-4
When cruising and during shore leave, good conduct and a friendly attitude are required at all times. Orders from ship’s officers must be promptly and cheerfully obeyed. Each crew member must conduct himself/herself in a proper manner when ashore; such that local residents will welcome us back for another visit. Violation of this rule is cause to notify the parents that the crew member is not permitted to continue the cruise with the ship and other transportation home must be furnished by the parent.
